Other Requirements:

1. No more than 50 percent of the 123 total hours may be earned in College of Business Administration courses. However, up to 9 hours
of ECON and MSIS 2103 may be counted as outside the CBA.

2. A minimum of 50 percent of the business hours required for a degree as well as the last 30 hours must be in residence at OSU.

3. Forty-five hours of junior/senior level courses (3000 or above) are required.
